⏵ The Equestrian program is a 
highlight for girls each summer.  
We updated the horse corrals with 
new gates and fences for the safety of 
both the horses and girls. This upgraded 
space is now fully equipped to meet the needs of
our new horse vendor, Smoke Tree Stables, and
provide program for many years to come.

⏵ Transporting campers and 
supplies at camp is a year-round 
necessity for camp programming, 
mealtimes, and safety. Two trucks 
were purchased for camp maintenance.  
In addition, two vans and a truck were purchased
for use in transporting food/supplies to/from
kitchen to campers and for overall program support.

⏵ The camp solar project is in full
swing with permits and contracts 
in place!  Construction begins at the
end of September and will take six 
weeks to complete. The solar panels will 
generate 60-65% of the camp’s annual electrical
consumption.

⏵ General maintenance is an 
ongoing effort at Camp Scherman.  
Along with cabin/building painting 
and repairs, we added shade structures 
to the pool, Archery area, Promise Lake, Climbing
Tower and Tack House (horses).  Fire abatement is
underway and will continue through March. It’s an
arduous but vital process to ensure camp safety.
