Girl Scout Bronze Award

The Bronze Award is the highest award a Girl
Scout Junior (grades 4-5) can earn. A girl can
work with her troop, in a small group or as an
individual to earn her Bronze Award once she

has completed a Junior Journey.

Girl Scout Gold Award

Silver Award Girl Scouts have —é
earned the highest award a
Girl Scout Cadette (grades
6-8) can earn. A girl can work
with her troop/group (a maximum of 3 girls
per project is suggested) or as an individual
to earn her Silver Award once she has
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completed a Cadette Journey.

Gold Award Girl Scouts have earned the highest award a Girl Scout Senior (grades 9-10) or

Ambassador (grade 11-12) can earn. A girl earns this award as an individual once she has

completed two Senior/Ambassador Journeys OR has earned the Silver Award and completed

one Senior/Ambassador Journey. Girls complete steps and track their progress using GSUSA’s

GoGold Platform and work with our local Gold Award Support Team.

Award, complete the GSOC Program Aide Self-Paced Leadership
Training Course, and work directly with younger girls over 6 activity
sessions (one hour sessions are suggested).
